COMMUNITY ANIMAL CHIPATALA (LSPCA VET) 

A word of Advice 
 
The vet is the first place you 
should take your new dog 
or puppy after you bring 
him home. It is completely 
normal for dogs to be reluc-
tant or even a little fearful 
when faced with new places 
and new people. This is es-
pecially true regarding 
places like the groomer or 
vet, because of all the sen-
sory input, and all the smells 
of various dogs and other 
animals. This fear is easy to 
counteract if you understand 
and donõt force your dog or 
take things too fast.  
 

If your Animal gets sick 
where do you take him?
You should know the near-
est vet to visit, when your 
Animal is sick ,with LSPCA 
its easy  you can come in or 

call 01755559 for a vet 
to come to your place. 
 Going to the vet should 
be as straight forward 
and stress free as possible 
to both the client and the 
dog. It can be a simple 
and pleasant experience, 
as long as you donõt rein-
force your dogõs fearful 
behavior, and your vet 
understand how to put the 
animals at ease in the 
situation. The community is 
urged  to  take ad-
vantage of the  LSPCA  
community  clinics  that run 
on Tuesdays and  Satur-
days for  all  your  veteri-
n a r y   s u p p o r t .

Rabies Vaccination Campaign  

LSPCA annually conducts joint rabies vac-
cination campaigns together with the City 
Assembly of Lilongwe and the Ministry of 
Agriculture, in supporting antið rabies 
government effort, this year the national 
rabies launch took place in Mponela, 
Dowa District. This was held in commemo-
ration of World rabies day. 
 
Last year, the Rabies Campaign man-
aged to vaccinate over 5000 dogs.              

All the dogs were issued vaccination cer-
tificates and other body markers to pro-
tect those individuals from the indiscrimi-
nate dest ruction with the useof live am-
munition in dog population.

Buddy walked Back from the 

Dead!  

Since may 25th 2011 when Buddy 
was rescued from area 23 where the 
owner was just about to bury him 
alive, his fortunes changed for the 
best! He was adopted by Tone Kal-
losoe  into a lovely Norwegian fami-
ly. Now Buddy looks very healthy  
and happy. This is a clear sign that is 
well taken care of, a far cry from 
the bag of bones and barely unre-
corgnizable  mangey dog that he 

was before!  We wish Buddy a very 
long and happy life in his new home.                                      

Signs include; blood in the urine, inabil-
ity and discomfort in urination, in-
creased frequency with but expressing 
little, general malaise. Other signs in-
clude; firm bladder on touch (very 
fragile so must be handled with care! ) 

Emergency treatment: Although the 

blockage must be removed, the priori-

ty is to stabilise the cats blood electro-

lytes. After which the cat is sedated, 

with a muscle relaxant and a  cat cath-

eter (a narrow plastic tube) is  ad-

vanced into the urethra.  With flushing 

and slowly advancing the blockage 

should hopefully remove. 

 As the bladder muscle has been 

stretched and sprained, for a few 

days post block removal it is common 

that the bladder does not function as 

normal, simply refilling without con-

tracting to empty.  Therefore  these 

cases need several days hospitalisa-

tion with the catheter left in place to 

allow the bladder to drain, whilst ad-

ministering drugs that will help stimu-

late the bladder to contract and the 

urethra to relax, to help function return 

to normal.   

 As well as draining and stimulating the 
bladder, due to the insertion of a 
ôforeignõ object into the bladder it is 
important the cat is protected against 
infection so Gin was also placed on a 
course of antibiotics.   
Feeding wet canned food and de-
creasing the calcium and protein con-
tent of the diet and reduces the risk 

We are very pleased that Gin is now 

home safe and well!

A tom cat called Gin was brought 

in as an emergency case to the 

LSPCA vet clinic.  He was suffering 

from an unusual condition potential-

ly life threatening;  blocked ure-

thra.  The urethra is the tube that 

passes urine from the bladder to 

the outside.  

The condition is commonly caused 

by a build up of calcium carbonate 

in the urinary bladder causing a 

gritty paste, which causes discom-

fort as the bladder gets filled and 

damages the bladder muscle.  The 

resulting inability to urinate leads 

to waste build up in the body that 

would otherwise be excreted 

through urination.
